•  Improving in golf takes practice, persistence, and patience. Rarely, if ever, are there quick fixes 

which translate into lasting improvement. 

•  Short game, short game, short game!!!! For most people, the fastest way to lower scores is 

improved putting, chipping, pitching, greenside bunker shots, and less than full swing wedges. 

•  Playing better golf is not just about beating balls on the range. Smart practice is not the same as a 

lot of practice.
